COVID Diagnosis Center

During COVID-19 Pandemic, RTMNU had established entirely new testing facility for Covid-19 at a very crucial point of time when it was indeed
needed. Foreseeing the war-like situation prevailing due to the COVID-19 pandemic, Prof. Murlidhar Chandekar, (the then Vice-Chancellor) and
Prof. Subhash Chaudhari (the then Pro-Vice Chancellor) decided to contribute for the society by utilizing the physical and intellectual resources of
RTM Nagpur University. From August 25, 2020 to August 02, 2021, this center had completed RT-PCR test analysis of more than 1,28,000 samples
and supported the local administration and the Government to fight against Corona virus.

Community Kitchen

The university with the help of NSS department started a community kitchen during the distressed period which served as a timely help mainly to
migrant labours. More than 2500 students and teachers of the university and affiliated colleges have unconditionally contributed to this noble cause
showing a high sense of social responsibility and humility.

Financial Relief to COVID a ected Students and Teachers
Realizing the massive impact on financial stability of people due to the unprecedented health crisis the University decided to waive off examination
fees of all students for Winter 21 examinations and declared fee waiver in 2021-22.

The Management Council also resolved to pay compensation of Rs. 2,00,00 to families of teaching and non-teaching staff members (permanent as
well as temporary) of the university and affiliated colleges who lost their lives owing to COVID.

ENRICHING SPORTS INFRASTRUCTURE AND FACILITIES
World Class Synthetic Athletic Track

Realizing the role of physical education, sports and health wellness in human development, the university has paid adequate attention to
augmentation of its sports infrastructure and facilities. These primarily include the development of a world class 400 Meter - 8 Lane Synthetic
Athletics Track with 2 separate pits for long jump and triple jump. The university has invested around Rs. 10.6 Crores for development of this
track which will prove a boon for budding sportspersons of the region.

Understanding the financial constraints faced by talented sportspersons of the region, the university has launched ‘Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj
Krida Protsahan Yojana’. This scheme will provide financial assistance of Rs. 5000 per month to 100 selected sportspersons.
