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RIGHT TO EDUCATION AND RESERVATION
OF SEATS IN EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

Education has been regarded in all societies and throughout human history both
as an end in itself and as a means for the ind_ivig‘ual and society tg grow. Its recognition
as a human right is derived from the indispensability of education gothe preservation
and enhancement of the inherent dignity of tHe human being. ' In this respect the
Constitution of India under Article 21A has given us the fundamental right, the right to
education. This right is available to citizen in India including the ones belonging to
backward classes.

The Indian Constitution takes care to safeguard the interest of the backward
classes, to give them a sense of security, to protect therﬁ against any discrimination
and to help them to get integrated in the main stream of national life. With this view,
a number of provisions have been incorporated in the Constitution for safeguarding
specifically the social, economic and educational interests of backward class. Article
15(4) takes care td safeguard the educational interests. Atticle 16 (4) says thét the
state is not prevented from making any special provisions for ‘the advancement of any
socially and educationally backward classes of citizens or for the Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes'. ' '

The reservation of seats for SCs, STs and Backward Classes in different colleges
of medical, engineering and other technological colleges has been upheld by the
Supreme Court on various times. Reservations are possible under Article 15(4) for
the advancement of any backward class of citizens or for SCs, STs. However the
maximum limit of reservation should not be more than 50 % for all classes under
Article 15(4).

Now, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of article 123 of
the Consitution, the President is pleased to promulgate the following Ordinance : —

Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Araepdment Ordinance, 2014.

RIGHTS OF VICTIMS AND WITNESSES

It shall be the duty and responsibility of the State to make arrangements for
the protection of victims, their dependents, and witnesses against any kind
ofintimidation or coercion or inducement or violence or threats of violence.

A victim shall be treated with fairness, respect and dignity and with due
regard to any special need that arises because of the victim's age or gender
or educational disadvantage or poverty. '

A victim or his dependent shall have the right to reasonable, accurate, and
timely notice of any Court proceeding including any bail proceeding and the
Special Public Prosecutor or the State Government shall inform the victim
aboutany proceedings under this Ordinance.

Avictim or his dependent shall have the right to apply to the Special Court
or the Exclusive Special Court, as the case may be, to summon parties for
production of any documents or material, witnesses or examine the persons
present. -

A victim or his dependent shall be entitied to be heard at any proceeding
under this Ortlinance in respect of bail, discharge, release, parole, conviction
or sentence of an accused of any connected proceedings or arguments
and file written submission on conviction, acquittal or sentencing.

Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973,
the Special Court of the Exclusive Special Court trying a case under this
Ordinance shall provide to a victim, his dependent, informant or witnesses —

(@) the complete protection to secure the ends of justice;

(b) the travelling and maintenance expenses during investigation, inquiry
and trial, and

(c) to provide necessary protection to the atrocity victims or their
dependents, and witensses;

(d) to provide relief in respect of death or injury or damage to property;

(e) to arrange food or water or clothing or shelter or medical aid or
transport facilities or daily allowances to victims;

() to provide the maintenance expenses to the atrocity victims and their
dependents;

(g) to provide the information about the rights of atrocity victims at the
time of making complaints and registering the First Information Report;

(h) to provide the protection to atrocity victims or their dependents and
witness from intimidation and harassment;

(i) to provide the information to atrocity victims or their dependents or
associated organisations or individuals, on the states of investigation
and charge sheet and to provide copy of the charge sheet at free of
cost;
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() totake necessary precautions at the time of medical examination;

1. Background

National Fellowship scheme for Scheduled Caste Students is a Central Sector
Scheme introduced during the financial year 2005-06 to provide opportunities to
Scheduled Castes students for pursuing higher education leading to M.Phil/Ph.D
degrees in Sciences, Humanities and Social Science streams.

2. Objectives:

The objective of the scheme is to provide fellowships in the form of financial
assistance to students belonging to SC category to pursue higher studies leading
to  M.Phil/Ph.D in Science, Humanities, Social Science, in Indian
Universities/Institutions/Colleges recognized by University Grants Commission
{(UGC)

". Scope of the scheme

i The scheme provides for 2000 new Fellowships (1500 Junior Research
Fellows for Humanities/ Social Sciences and 500 Junior Research Fellows for
Science stream) per year to such Scheduled Caste students to undertake
advanced studies and research leading to M.Phil/Ph.D Degrees, who have
qualified in the following tests:

a. National Eligibility Test-Junior Research Fellowship (NET-JRF) of UGC
or

b.  UGC-Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (UGC-CSIR) NET-JRF
joint test.)

i, These slots are over and above the number of SC students selected
under the normal reservation policy of the Government for UGC Fellowships,
The scheme is implemented on the pattern of the scheme of UGC Fellowships
being awarded to research students pursuing M.Phil/Ph.D.

iii. The scheme covers all Universities/Institutions recognized by the
University Grants commission (UGC) as under:

a. Central/State Universities (including constituent and affiliated
institutions) included under Section 2(f) of UGC Act, 1956 and having valid
accreditation from NAAC.
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b. Deemed Universities under Section 3 of UGC Act i.e. Institution for
higher education notified by Central Government to be deemed University,
in consultation with UGC and having valid accreditation from NAAC

¢ Institution fully funded by State/Central Government and empowered
to award degrees.

d. Institutions of National Importance as notified by Ministry of Human
Resource Development (mhrd.gov.in/institutions-national-importance)

4. Implementing agency

National Scheduled Castes Finance and Development Corporation (NSFDC ) has
been declared as Central Nodal Agency (CNA) w.ef. 01.10.2022 for

implementing the scheme and is responsible for laying down procedures/

guidelines for implementing the scheme, including selection of beneficiaries and
disbursement of fellowships to selected candidates.

5. Eligibility

Fellowships shall be awarded to candidates for pursuing regular and full
time M.Phil./Ph.D. courses in Universities/Research Institutions
recognized by UGC.

Scheduled Castes candidates who have already secured admission and
qualify NET examination will be given preference. Such candidates will be
required to join the fellowship within 3 months of the issue of the JRF
award letter.

In case sufficient candidates, who have already secured admission are
not available, candidates who have not yet secured admission will also be
selected in the order of merit in the NET examination.

Such candidates will be eligible to receive fellowship under National
Fellowship for SC scheme, subject to admission for M.Phil/Ph.D in
Universities/IITs/ Institutions. A field should be added by the UGC in the
- application to capture the current educational status of the student. Such
students, who have either cleared their post graduate course or are in
their final year of the course, shall be given preference for selection and
would be allowed up to one year from selection to join. For other
students a period of three years from the date of issue of award letter
shall continue to be allowed for joining.

A scholar is eligible to raceive only one fellowship at a time. The scholar
is required to declare that hefshe will not accept/receive any other
monetary benefit/scholarship/fellowship from any other source. In other
words, a scholar who is awarded fellowship under this scheme shall not

accept any other fellowship/scholarship or hold any appointment, paid or
otherwise, or receive any emoluments, salary, stipend etc. from any other
source during the tenure of the award (except in case of academic leave
of one year) .In case, a scholar is already in receipt of any
scholarship/fellowship, he/she will have to relinquish either the previous
scholarship/fellowship/any other monetary benefit or to forgo the
selection under this scheme.

A scholar who does not complete his/her research work during the period
of fellowship shall not be eligible to apply again under this scheme.
Similarly, a scholar who has completely or partially availed any of these
fellowships for Ph.D. earlier shall also not be eligible for fellowship under
this scheme,

After two years of joining JRF, if the progress in the research work of the
awardee is found satisfactory, hisfher tenure will be extended for a
further period of three years as Senior Research Fellowship (SRF) as per
UGC Fellowship Guidelines 1ssued from time to time in case of students
enrolled for Ph.D or M.Phil.+Ph.D.

With regard to combined course of M.Phil and Ph.D., Fellowship will be
provided initially for 02 years for M.Phil and after up gradation to Ph.D
course, for another 03 years. :

The fellowship will be payable from the date of issue of result of UGC-
NET/Joint CSIR-UGC-NET (in case, the candidate is already pursuing
M.Phil/Ph.D) OR from the actual date of joining M.Phil/Ph.D, whichever is
later. Therefore, if a candidate has already taken admission for
M.Phil/Ph.D through regular and full time mode in any UGC recognised
University/Institution and her/his roll number is given in the list, she/he
should apply for fellowship within three months only.

In case of integrated Ph.D. or M.Phil. to Ph.D., the maximum tenure is 5
years including M.Phil. period of fellowship. For doing M.Phil., fellowship
shall be granted for two years or upto the date of submission of M.Phil.
dissertation, whichever is earlier.

The maximum allowed gap period for continuation from M.Phil. to Ph.D,

- under this scheme shall be 2 years (from the date of declaration of resuit
_ of M.Phil to date of admission to Ph.D.). However, the total tenure of

fellowship shall remain five years excluding the gap period. No fellowship
shall be paid during the gap period.

The fellowship shall be granted upto the date of submission of Ph.D.
thesis or five years of tenure, whichever is earlier. No extension is
permissible beyond the total period of five years of fellowship.

Employees of any University / College / Educational Institution / Central /
State / UT Government shall be excluded from availing Fellowship, even if

institution at the first available opportunity but no later than three years
from the date of award of feliowship.

vi. Genuineness of the Scheduled Caste Certificate furnished by the awardee

shall be verified by the concerned University/Institution before allowing &

the awardee to avail fellowship under the scheme.

vii. The decision of the NSFDC in regard to awarding the Fellowship shall be

final and no appeal would lie against any decision by NSFDC in regard
thereof. ; ‘ :

Payment of Fellowships and any other admissible allowance should be made

In the event of discontinuation of the course or in case of inadmissible leave
rendering him/her not entitled to the fellowship, the candidate will be
responsible to intimate such position and he/she will be liable to refund the
amount of over-payment, if any, of fellowship paid to him/her for the period
beyond the date of such discontinuation, or for the such period of
inadmissible leave. ‘

In case any research scholar absents without intimation or is/ has been on
admissible leave, the concemed Nodal Officer will be accountable to effect
stopping of automatic generation of his/her fellowship and also to effect
recovery of such over-payment, if any, made to the candidate.

1. Backpround:

The scheme Scholarships for Higher Education for Young Achievers Scheme- SHREYAS,
has been proposed to implement during the 2021-22 to 2025-26 by placing two ongoing
Central Sector schemes for OBC and others namely (i) National Fellowship for OBC (ii) Dr.
Ambedkar Central Sector Scheme of Interest Subsidy on Educational Loans for Overseas
Studics for Other Backward Classes (OBCs) and Economically Backward Classes (EBCs). ‘

The main objective of the schemes is Educational Empowerment of OBC & EBC students by
way of awarding fellowship (financial assistance) in obtaining quality higher education and
interest subsidy on educational loan for overseas studies.

2. National Fellowship for OBC Students

A. Scope of the Scheme:

The scheme is designed to provide a total number of 1000 Junior Research
Fellowships per year to undertake advanced studies and research leading to M.Phil. /Ph.D.
Degrees, who have qualified in the following tests:

i. National Eligibility Test ) — Junior Research Fellowship (NET-IRF) of UGC (for
Humanities/Social Sciences) or

ii. UGC-Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (UGC-CSIR) NET-JRF Joint Test
(for Sciences)

The scheme covers all universities/institutions recognized by the University Grants
Commission (UGC) and are implemented by the UGC itself on the pattern of the scheme of
UGC Fellowships being awarded to research students pursuing M.Phil. and Ph.D. These 1000
slots will be over and above the number of OBC students selected under the normal
reservation policy of the Government for UGC Fellowship.

1. Introduction:

The scheme has been initiated keeping in view the sccial background of the candidates from the deprived
section of the society and to provided them opportunity to undertake post graduate level studies in Professional
subjects like Engineering & Technology, Management, Pharmacy etc. in Indian Universities/Institutions/Colleges.

2. Objective :

The objective of the scheme is to provide financial assistance to 1000 SC/ST candidates to pursue
postgraduate level studies in Professional subjects at recognized Indian Universities/Institutions/Colleges.

3. Eligibility :

The candidate must have obtained Graduate degree in the relevant subject and obtained admission at
Postgraduate level for regular full time course in any of the Professional subject in a recognized University/
Institution/College. Candidates pursuing post graduate course in professional subjects by correspondence or
by Distance Education mode are not eligible to receive financial assistance under this scheme. The upper
age limit for male applicants is 45 years as on 1st July on the year of application, and 50 years in the case of
female candidates. In exceptional cases, the age may be relaxed.

4. Procedure for applying for the scheme :

The candidates belonging to SC/ST categories fulfilling the eligibility conditions are required to apply
against the advertisement to be published by the UGC after obtaining admission in a recognized University/
Institution/College.  The selections would be completed by the end of August every year in prescribed format
(Annexure-l). ¢

5. Nature of Assistance available under the Scheme :

The number of slots available under the scheme are 1000 per year. The tenure of award is for two!three'
years depending upon tenure of the postgraduate course.

Candidates selected for the award of PG Scholarships shall be provided Scholarship @Rs.5000/-per
month (M.Tech.) with the contingency of Rs. 15000/- per annum and for other courses @ Rs.3000/- per month
and contingency grant of Rs.10,000/- per annum for the duration of the PG Scholarship for other courses.
