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Retired teachers can be
re-appointed by unaided
colleges: RTMNU

THE teachers or principals who have retired from service of senior
colleges, on superannuation, can be re-appointed.

The teachers or principals, thus appointed, can work till reaching
the age of 65 years.

Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur University (RTMNU) has
issued the notification and direction to this effect under Section 12
(8) of Maharashtra Public Universities Act
2016.

The step has been taken by the University,
as a large number of colleges are facing
{ dearth of teachersand any of them are func-
tioning without principals. They are non-
granted or self financing institutions. The
University has issued Direction providing
details of conditions on which theretired teachers can be re-appoint-
ed. The workload like a regular teacher, their involvement in evalu-
ation and other examination works. :

These teachers, however, will not be able to contest any elections
on University bodies, nor can they be co-opted. These teachers or
principals can be appointed or continued in their own college or in
other colleges. The appointment will be for one academic year. For
the next academic year, they will again be re-appointed or other-
wise. When contacted Vice-Chancellor Dr S P Kane stated that these
teachers will not be able to function as supervisors for doctoral
research (PhD). Their appointment will also not get adequate weigh-
tage for evaluation by National Assessmentand Accreditation Council
(NAAC). Maharashtra Government took the decision to allow such
re-appointments.

WITH amount of first installment of scholarships
to be deposited in the respective accounts of the
beneficiary students of reserved category is pend-
ing and no money deposited as second install-
ment, colleges are in deep financial crunch.

Following complaints
about the amount not reaching eligible students,
the government introduced DBT scheme. During
theissuance of Government Resolution (GR) regard-
ing the DBT, most of the colleges had expressed
fear that students would elope with the amount
but their plight fell on deaf ears of Social Justice
Department. The process of DBT got delayed by a
year. The government deposited the scholarship
amount in respective accounts of the beneficiar-
ies. But colleges had a hard time to gettheamount
transferred to their accounts. The scholarship
amount of the year 2017-18 to be given to colleges
was pending with the government since long.

A delegation of engineering colleges kept pur-
suing the matter with the Chief Minister,
