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Report of CDC in Sanskrit

1. The UGC Chairman, Dr. Hari Gautam (vide his letier of 4th September 2000} desired that a CDC be
constituied and convened to propose revised syllabi for B. A, Pass, B. A. Hons and M, A, Sanskrit
Programs to mest the new demand on the emerging challenges for Sanskrit studies in India in the new
millennium.

The offer was accepted by Prof. V. N. Jha, Following that he wrote to all the universities having Sanskrit
Departments requesting them to send copies of their syllabi in respect of different programmes. The

The Commitlee felt that it will be desirable 1o propose a uniform sylabus at each level for the whole country
by drawing wpon the best elements of the exisling syllabj and from the rich Sanskrit sources, 5o that the
students, who graduate, acquire desirable proficiency in their respective disciplines to face the ground reality.

The committec decided o tabutate and compare the course-cottents of the different universities in order to
study the principles for the selection of texts and to work out the commaon content and arrive at an agreement
about the range of literature 1o be covered and the prescribed texts.

3. The committee deliberated at length about the policy and guidelines for revising the syllabi.

Four major shortcomings of the prevalent Sanskrit teaching and study were identified. It was noted
that :
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students who graduate or complete post-graduation in Sanskrit

are not able to speak or converse in Sanskrit,

(b} are not at all aware of the intellecmal strength of the Sanskrit iradition of thought,

are strictly restricted (o the Sanskrit study and are unable to interact with contemporary thought, or
other disciplines, and

are not linked with the new technologies and the assqeiated changes in the employment patterms.

The commitiee felt the aeed (o lay down a specific policy and a set of guidelines for framing the sylkabi such

that the above four short-comings are removed.

In this respect, the following principles for framing uniform syllabi were agreed upon :

Care should be taken to ensure that students achieve a good command over all the three abilities in
Sanskrit language - speaking, reading and writing. Of these, it was felt, speaking is of paramount
importance as this is the primary abilitiy which generates confidence and gives rise to other
abilities :

To ensure this (i) courses in Sanskrit fanguage should form an important compenent; (if} Courses

0 the structure of Sanskrit language should also find a place in the syllabi.

Care should be taken to ensure that students become acquainted with Sanskrit intellectual traditions.

To ensure this,

(i} a special introductory course in Sanskrit intellectual traditions be introduced,
(i) courses should cover as wide a range of knowledge-domains as possible;
{jii) courses particularly in scientific and technical literature be imtraduced, and

(iv} foundational courses in Paninian grammar and in Indian logic be made compulsory.

The Sanskrit student must be made to open out and interact with other traditions particularly
classical and modem Westem thought. He should also be made to see the continuing relevance of
classical Indian thought.

To ensure this, in each course, there should be a compouent of contemporary thought and reality,
both Indian and Western, to facilitale comparative studies. Comemporary thought should be
inteoduced in the familiar rubric of modem discipline formations so that the students ar¢ able to
explore the possibility of linking the waditional Indian thought with modem problems of knowledge

and requirements.

Till now there has been stress only on literature and philosophy and Sanskrit studies have remained
isoiated from science and emerging technologies. The Sanskril graduate is, therefore, left cut of
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both, an important segment of Sanskrit knowledge-base and of the employment-market which is
generally driven by technologies. '

Therefore, care must be taken to connect Sanskrit theoretical studies with the impaosing technologies.

Ta ensure this, courses ar components of courses should be introduced 1o train the students in all aspects
of information technology. Students must be made aware that subjects such as knowledge formation,
knowledge analysis and knowledge representation are not alien to classical Indian thought, In fact, (exts
such us Pinini's Agiadfiyay!, Sihdabodha - fiterature and Mimfmsasitra are of direct relevance in achieving
greater understanding of these subjecis,

It was decided (o examine the existing syllabi with these guidelines in mind, To facilitate these, Prof,
V. N. Jha, the econvenor, was requested to tabulate the availuble syllabi programme-wise and circulate to
all the members the tabulated syllabi in preparation for the second meeting,

Prof. V. N. Jha got the syllabi tabulated and sent copies (o all the members.

11. Even a cursory examination of the proposed syllabi shows struetural unifurmitly for all the courses,
Moreover, the texis have been chosen both for their undoubted value in the tradition and their relevance
for modern problematics and issues and also to allow exposure to multiple Perspectives, the plurality
that is anintrinsic part of the Sanskrit tradition. At the same time most of these texts have been prescribed
in some university or the other. Where fuli texts are too lang for the span of a course, parts or sections
chosen are those that are important not only for being the nucleus of the texts but also for their
conternporaneity and the paraphrasability of their ideas into recognisable modem vocabulary,

The fist of recommended books that follows each course is only a representative list and the Departments/
Teachers shall add / delete to the list and / or update it as required.

Copies of the syilabi for B, A.(Pass), B. A. {Hons.) and M. A, as finalised in the third mesting are
enclosed as Appendix 1, 2 and 3 respectively,
All courses/papers are distributed and divided into Units,

12,General Recommendations for Sanskrit Studies

A. (1} Asfaras possible, at some stage or in some courses, Sanskrit should be the medium of instruction,
(2} The question papers in all courses should be in Sanskrit language only.
{3) 25% of answers should be in Sanskeit to start wath,

B. To successfully implement these revised syllabi, it is necessary :

(i} toprepare reading and teaching meterials based an scientific methodology. (This must be taken up
wrgently), . '

{2) to organise reffesher courses on a large scale to give the teachers the MECESSAry orientation for
effective implementation of the proposed syllabi (Absolutely necessary).

(3) to make the students actively participate in the teaching / learning process through
{a} appropriate class room methods,
(b} seminars, tutorials, workshops, etc.
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C. To establish a linkage between Sanskrit and other disciplines it is desirable that courses dealing with
$Sanskrit language, literature and intellectual traditions should be allowed, and made available, as optionals
for stndents graduating in disciplines other than Samskrit. For example, a science student could opt for
Scientific and Technical Sanskrit Inerature as an optional subject, and so on.

We have indicated by asterisk against each such course the disiplines for which it could be offered as an
optional course. Necessary provision and openness will have to be introduced in the respective
Syllabi of other disciplines.

D. All teaching programmes must ensure that those who possess a B. A or an M. A degree in Sanskrit
can speak Sanskril fluently as is the case with degree holders in other languages.

E. The M. A. Courses may be open to all. Any Graduate may be allowed to offer a Post-graduate course in
Sanskrit. But, for those who do not have any background in Sanskrit, a Short-Term Bridge Course in
Sanskrit may be introduced (o bring them o the main stream.

13.Conclusion

It is clear that the CDC has enlarged the content of each course. There is 2 20% increase in the
reading-load over the existing syllabi.

This was a conscious dectsion guided by the fact that by reducing the load of texts o be studied under
the pretext of what a student can or cannot manage, we have only ended up by devaluing the graduate
degres and the post-graduate degree, as alight sy]hbus does not require the student to work cosistently
throughout the year - he can afford to manage by memorising some answers virtually at the last moment.
This increased study material will also require that the examination question - papers should be

re-designed to ensure that a student reads and understands all the texts without having 10 memorise the
