The Nari Shakti Puruskar may be awarded to individuals/ groups/ N@s/
irBtitutions etc. who encouraged women to participate in decision making roles;

encouraged women's skill development in traditional and non-traditional sectors;

facilitated basic amenities for rural womm; Plomoted women in non-haditional sectors

iike science and technology, sports, art, culture, concretely and significantly towalds

safety and security, health and wellness, education, skill development, life skills,

respect and dignitY of women etc.
